If people are unaccustomed to using Meet Maker it is suggested that they set up an account 
now so that they can become familiar with the process.  Meet Maker accepts payment by ACH 
transfers with no fees or credit card with 3.5% fees.  Meet Maker can also automatically charge 
the late fee once we notify them that the deadline has passed.

It will allow USA Gymnastics to get checks 
out more quickly and accurately.  For the judges to be paid immediately after the Regional 
Meets the judges will need to set up their accounts in advance.   
 
IV. TO DO LIST 

A. Norbert is responsible for the number and accuracy of the equipment and matting for the 
Regional Meets.  

B. Clubs in the area will be solicited to work the meets at $30.00 per session per person.  
Kristie Fries has a sign-up form that she used last year that was sent to the nearby clubs 



to solicit volunteers.  The Level 9/10 Regional Meet will use Mid-Michigan Gymnastics 
and Midland Gymnastics to staff the meet.  Sports clubs from Central Michigan 
University will earn volunteer credits for the set-up and tear-down of the equipment.  The 
state chairpersons will name two to three clubs that are closest to the meet sites to 
solicit volunteers.  Judges will be placed in volunteer positions before the club 
volunteers.  Kristie Fries will coordinate the volunteer sign-ups. 

C. The Regional Administrative Committee asks for $100.00 booth fee plus 20% of vendor 
profits.  Fine Design has communicated that they would like to be our T-shirt vendor for 
all of the Regional Meets.  Full Out Recruiting has also requested to be a vendor at the 
Level 9/10 Regional Meet.  A one table advertising booth will be charged $250.00.  All 
members of the RAC will reach out to obtain vendors for all the Meets. 

D. Michelle Kocan will handle the catering for the Level 9/10 Regional Meet.  Tami will take 
suggestions for the other Regional Meets.  Breakfast will not be provided.  Lunch and 
dinner will be provided for judges and coaches. 

E. Regional pins will be designed to give to all the gymnasts and judges, coaches and 
volunteers.  Kristen from Set-10 developed the pins last year.  Michelle will look into 
developing the pins. 

F. Tami will reach out to the state chairs to help with finding medical staff for the Meets. We 
will need one certified athletic trainer or medical professional for the Level 9/10 Regional 
Meet and two at the other Regional Meets.

This appears to 
have encouraged some gyms to attempt to circumvent the system by allowing their gymnasts to 
compete in one Xcel meet, to receive competitive experience in �³another program�,́ and then 
petition to an optional level so that Level 5 may be skipped.  The USA Gymnastics National DP 
Committee will clarify this again at the May national meeting. The competitive experience is 
meant to refer to the season  previously competed. 
 
IV.  CONTINUING PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION ( CPE) 
The State Administrative Committee Chairman has the responsibility of designating a CPE 
coordinator for their state.  This person is responsible for tracking all of the judges and the 
number of CPE credits that they complete each year.  The CPE Coordinator is also responsible 
for submitting the data to the Regional Developmental Program Committee Chair, their 
respective State Judging Directors, Regional Judging Director, and the USA Gymnastics State 
Administrative Committee Chairs, Regional Technical Committee Chair and the Regional 
Administrative Committee Chair.  If judges do not submit their CPE credits to the CPE 
Coordinator by May 31st of each year they will not be considered current.   
  
 V.  JUDGES SELECTION FOR REGIONAL MEETS

Regional Chairman, Dave Stiles, welcomed everyone to the summer committee meeting and 
thanked everyone for attending.  Debbie Campbell was welcomed to the committee as the 
newly elected Regional Judging Director. 
 
IV. ADMINISTRATIVE RESPONSIBLITIES 
One of the responsibilities of the state Chairman is to place financial statements on the state 
websites.  Dave Stiles asked that all states put their financial statements on their websites as 
soon as possible.   
 
It was suggested that a May or June 2020 summer meeting of the Regional Administrative 
Committee be confirmed in January, 2020 so that the members schedules can be more easily 
cleared. 
 
V.  REGIONAL JUNIOR OLYMPIC CHAIRMAN REPORT (Kittia Carpenter ) 
Region 5 had a very good year.  We had more all-around champions than we have ever had.  
There were five champions at the JO Nationals.  The excitement continued to build through the 
second day.  We were told by other regions that we were very impressive.  The last two 
sessions of the Championship were phenomenal.  Our gymnasts hit one after another.  There 
was perfect silence during their performances with everyone watching.  Our juniors were not as 
strong.  Prior to the last two sessions we were tied.  There were numerous gyms represented in 
our success.   
 
One of the goals of our Training Camps is to give back to the coaches by having national staff at 
our camps.  We want important information brought to our coaches including the latest skills and 
drills.  We want to increase the knowledge of everyone.   
 
 



VI. REGIONAL TECHNICAL CHAIRMAN REPORT (Char Christensen)  
Char congratulated Region 5 for their phenomenal success this year.  Region 5 was the overall 
Super Team National Champion for the first time in five years.  At Level 9 Eastern Junior 
Olympic Championships, Region 5 won the Super Team award for the fifth time in a row.   
 
Judges Involvement and Application forms must be submitted by August 20, 2019.  Judges not 
making the deadline will be ineligible to judge Regional Championships.  These forms are to be 
used to assist in the selection of recommended judges for State and Regional assignments.  
These forms can be audited by committee members.  Char will ask the Regional webmaster to 
do a spread sheet listing of the available judges. 
 
The ranked list of judges, from each state, for Level 7, 8, 9 and 10 Regionals and Xcel 
Regionals must be submitted to Char by September 10, 2019.  Affiliation needs to be noted 
because two to four head judges are needed per state.  It is our goal to have judges know their 
event assignments for Level 7, 8, 9 and 10 Regionals by December 15th.   
 
Each state has the choice to use one ranked list of 20 judges for all Regionals or a separate 
ranked list of 16 judges for Xcel Regionals.   
  
There were an estimated 128 petitions for Levels 8, 9 and 10 Regionals.  Sue Kane was 
thanked for her assistance with the petitions. 
 
Judges can attend any training camp to observe and gain knowledge.  If they want to volunteer 
as a coach, they must contact Tami Schaffsma to complete the application process.  An attempt 
is made to have two judges per camp for the judgeÕs rotation on Sundays.  Judges must contact 
Char Christensen, RTCC, if they want to be considered for the judgesÕ rotations. 
 
The criteria used to select judges for State Meet assignments should be on the state websites 
by October 1, 2019.  This will allow all judges to know the criteria they are being evaluated on 
for state meet assignments.  It was suggested that a subcommittee could be assigned to 
determine the state meet judging assignments similar to what is done by our region. 
 
Meet Directors within our region are reminded that the only meet formats that can be used are 
in the Rules and Policies.  If there is a violation of this or any sanction violation, it should be 
noted on the sanction form.  A new format for 2019-2020 has been approved and it is described 
in the JO and WTC Minutes from May, 2019. 
 
No changes have been made concerning Individual Specialists.  The qualifying score of 9.0 will 
remain to qualify to Regionals from their State Meet.   
 
VII. XCEL/JO COMPARISON  
The Xcel Program continues to grow.  Every region in the country saw an increase in their Xcel 
numbers while all but two regions saw a decrease in their Junior Olympic numbers.  The 
national committee is working hard to make the new compulsories fun and exciting.  There is 
concern that gyms are skipping the compulsories.  By doing so, fundamentals are being missed.  
The choreography is fun and more like optional routines.  There has been a lot of crossover 
between the two programs.  Michigan is trying something new this year.  A declaration date of 
January 15, 2020 is being implemented in which all gymnasts must declare if they will be in the 
Xcel program or the JO program. 
 
 



VIII. LEVEL 9/10 MEET REFEREES 
There was discussion about assigning a second Meet Referee as a permanent position for the 
Level 9 and 10 Regional Championships.   
 
IX. XCEL COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN REPORT (Nancy  Gibson)  
An angle of repulsion deduction has been added to vault for the Gold, Platinum and Diamond 
divisions. 
 
A Level 9 judge is need to judge the Diamond Division. 
 
The Diamond numbers within our region have increased.   
 
There have been a lot of YurchenkoÕs competed in the 2018-2019 season.   
 
During the 2019-2020 competitive season ÒDÓ level elements performed by Diamond gymnasts 
will be tracked.   
 
State meets should be scheduled three weeks prior to the Regional Championships.   
 
Individual Event Specialists should be notated on the spread sheets. 
 
State teams should rotate together during the Regional Championships.   
 
Due to the number of gymnasts at the 2019 Xcel Regional Championships the Regional 
Administrative Committee discussed using percentages for Xcel gymnasts to qualify to the 
Regional Championships.  The problem with using percentages is some gymnasts will not know 
if they qualified for Regionals until after the meet.  It was suggested that two Xcel regional 
meets be offered, one for Xcel Silver and one for the Gold, Platinum and Diamond divisions.  
Deleting Silver Regionals is not an option although there were a lot of complaints about having a 
four day meet.  Michigan is scheduled to have the Xcel Gold/Platinum/Diamond Regional 
Championships in 2020 with Ohio hosting the Level 9/10 Regional Championships and Indiana 
hosting the Level 7/8 Regional Championships.

Region 5 is the only region that does not have four judge panels at the Level 8 Regional 
Championships.  We need to give judges more experience at the regional level.  It is a long 
weekend and we will be losing judges soon because older judges are considering retiring after 
this quadrennium.  The younger judges need to be educated so they will be qualified to judge 
when they get to the higher level.  The best way to educate younger judges is by putting them in 
a chair but it is unfair to ask the meet host to cover the cost.  16 judges have been added as 
regional judges with the addition of the Level 6 and Xcel Silver Regional Meet.

There have been some competition hosts that have been delinquent with their Regional 
competition fees.  Michigan and Illinois have one team each that is delinquent and Ohio has five 
teams.  Consequences for their delinquency was discussed.  These teams will not be denied 
the opportunity to host a sanctioned meet but their scores will not count toward qualification. 
 
XVI. HALL OF FAME  
The Hall of Fame Selection Committee originally had six members.  Following the resignation of 
one person there has been only five participating members for the past two years.  After some 
discussion it was determined that the current number of members will remain. 
 



The Regional Administrative Committee would like to have a larger pool of nominees from which 
to choose to submit to the Hall of Fame Selection Committee.  The Regional Webmaster will be 
contacted to develop a nomination form that can be submitted online.   
 
The biographies of all nominees were sent electronically to the Regional Administrative 
Committee prior to this meeting.  A ballot listing all current Region 5 Hall of Fame nominees was 
distributed to all of the Regional Administrative Committee members.

High Performance Camp is open to Level 10 gymnasts scoring 35.00 or higher in the All Around 
at the 2019 Regional Championships.         
 
Forward Momentum Camp has combined Forward Progress and Super Camp.  Level 7-10 
gymnasts qualify for this camp. 
 
The Hot Shot Camp qualification remains the same. 
 
The Rising Stars Camp is for Level 4 and 5 gymnasts aged 10 or under scoring 37.00 at their 
previous state meet.  Gymnasts scoring 36.00 All-Around may be considered to fill the camp. 
 
XVIII. ALL STAR TRIP  
A trip to Guatemala was the original destination for the All Star Team trip but due to the increase 
of kidnapping for ransom, this site was changed.  Puerto Rico was considered but due to the 
civil war in that country, it was also deleted.  Greece or France are now being considered.  If the 
team travels to Paris, they could take the train to Lyon and train in a gym there and return by 
train.  Kittia Carpenter will look into a trip to France. 
 
XIX. NEW BUSINESS 
Debbie Campbell asked about individual room assignments for judges at Regional competitions.  
Regional meets are very long and they become very difficult if the judge does not get enough 
sleep due to the sleep habits of another judge, such as snoring.  The National Committee is 
looking into this situation.  It was suggested that the state NAWGJÕs check the costs associated 
with the Level 9 and 10 Regionals and consider sharing the cost of the additional rooms.  This 
topic will be discussed further.

III. WELCOME 
Regional Chairman, David Stiles, welcomed everyone to the Region 5 Congress committee 
meeting. 
 
IV. CONGRESS REVIEW 
There were over 700 registrants for congress this year.  Justin Wolford took over the 
organization of the congresses.  There is a learning curve but the congress was successful.  
The following are suggestions for consideration for future congresses.   

1. It was suggested that the congress schedule booklet have information on the trivia night, 
banquet and any other social activities sponsored by the region.   

2. The cost of the congress could be raised to include the banquet. 
3. The banquet should start sooner so that there is time for networking following the 

banquet. 
4. The cocktail hour should occur in the hallway outside the banquet venue.  This would 

allow the banquet set up to continue during the cocktail hour. 
5. The Hall of Fame section of the banquet was too long.  It was suggested that we use the 

same format the National Office uses.  A two minute voice over video will show the 
highlights of the inducteeÕs career along with written captions on their Region 5 
involvement.  Augusta Lipsey will share the applications with Jason for him to do this 
task easily.  The inductee will have two to five minutes for their acceptance speech. 

6. The Hall of Fame inductee introduction by the award presenter can be done live or as 
part of the video. 

7. Tami Schaafsma is developing a survey monkey to obtain feedback on the Congress, 
Banquet and Trivia night. 

8. Consider interjecting fun activities in-between presentations. 
9. Have the RAC members present the regional awards. 



10. Have the items that the All-Star team receives on display. 
11. Ask the state committees to purchase a table for their state. 
12. Ask the NAWGJ State and Regional Directors to purchase a table for the judges and 

guests. 
13. Have a banquet chairperson to coordinate everything associated with the banquet.   

Anyone interested in this position should contact Kittia Carpenter. 
14. On-site regional apparel will not be available at future Regional Congresses.  The 

Region 5 Apparel Store will only have items on site at Regional Championships.   
15. List the activities on the back of the name tags. 
16. Karaoke was suggested as the Friday night social activity.  Beer and wine tasting was 

also suggested.  
17. Athlete names on the video need to be bold and bigger for easier audience viewing with 

brief words detailing the name of their award or their top accomplishment. 
 
V. TRAINING CAMP UPDATE  
Registration for the Training Camps has been very good.  There are approximately 160 
gymnasts at each camp.  The Hot Shot Camps are a little smaller than Super and Forward 
Progress Camps.  The registration and payment will be online starting in 2018. 
 
There have been two to four judging volunteers at each camp.  The new system of volunteering 
for the training camps has been positively received from the judges.  This system for signing up 
for a camp will be placed on the Region 5 website.   
 
The coaching round tables have been well received. 
 
VI. FINANCIAL REPORT  
The Region has $470,727.77 in the general account and $147,447.39 in the apparel fund. 
 
VII. REGIONAL/NATIONAL JUDGES SELECTION  
The JudgeÕs Selection Committee will be meeting in the next week or two.  The CommitteeÕs 
recommendations will then be sent to the Regional Administration Committee for approval.  The 
judges selection process should be on each StateÕs website with the criteria used for Regional 
judges rankings.  The Professional Involvement Forms (PIF) should be used to develop the 
state rankings that are used by the JudgeÕs Selection Committee.   
 
Judges will need to keep track of the number of sessions that are judged throughout the season 
with Level 10 gymnasts.  This information will be asked on the PIF.  The number of NCAA 
meets judged will also be asked. 
 
All of the states in our region are on the gymjas judging assignment system.  This will make it 
easier to see the availability of judges throughout the region. 
 
VIII. REGIONAL BIDS  

A. Level 9/10 Regional Championships 
There was one bid for the Level 9/10 Regional Championships.  The bid was from 
Champion Gymnastics in Kentucky.  There is concern that the layout would be very tight 
and that parking would be an issue.  Dave Stiles will ask Champion Gymnastics to 
secure another facility.  If they are unable to locate an acceptable facility the bid process 
will be opened to the region. 

 
B. Level 7/8 Regional Championships

III. WELCOME 
Regional Chairman, Dave Stiles, welcomed everyone to the summer committee meeting and 
thanked everyone for attending on a holiday. 
 
IV. REGIONAL TRAINING CAMPS  
The dates for the Regional Training Camps are set.  Some of the dates of the 2017 camps have 
been changed in comparison to the 2016 dates due to the All Star trip and facility availability.  
There may be some changes made to the Sunday camp agenda. 
 
The 2016 Regional Camps were well attended.  There were many positive comments about the 
changes that were made in the Regional Training Camps last year. 
 
There are four weekends of camps in 2017.  They are Super Camp and Forward Progress on 
August 4-6 at Queen City in Cincinnati, OH; Hot Shot and Super Camp on September 8-10 at 
Indy Stars in Indianapolis, IN; High Performance and High Tech on October 13-15 at the 
University of Michigan, Ann Arbor, MI; and Forward Progress and Hot Shot Camp on November 
3-5 at Phenom in Oswego, IL.  The registration fees have been raised to $150.00 by the training 
camp committee.  Registration for all camps is now open. 
 
The first Tops Clinic was held with 48 gymnasts and coaches from each state.  Any gymnasts 
that attended the National Tops testing were eligible to attend.  In addition, those aiming for 
Hopes, clubs wanting to test TOPs this year and clubs interested in beginning TOPs in the gym 
were encouraged to attend.  National staff members were brought in to cover basics and 
developmental skills. 
 
The Regional Administrative Committee would like to develop an incentive for coaches to work 
the Regional Training Camps.  A drawing will be held at each camp for current professional 



members that work all three days of a camp.  The winning professional member will attend the 
National Training Center to observe and learn at the Developmental Training Camp, 
Developmental Invite Camp or the Tops National Camp. 
 
A motion was made to place any person working a Regional Training Camp all three days 
in a drawing to attend the Tops National Training Camp , Developmental Training Camp  or 
Developmental Invite Camp at the National Training Center.  A current profess ional 
member (coach or judge) in good standing is eligible.

While the Regional Administrative Committee still sees  value in and encourages judgesÕ 
participation in Regional Training Camps,  it will no longer be required in the selection of 
judges for Regionals/Nationals.

IV. YEARLY REVIEW 

A. Regional Technical Chairman Report (Char Christensen)  
Char congratulated the Region for their success at the Level 9 Eastern Nationals.  
Region 5 took first place as a region with the Super Team Award.  We won eleven 
out of the 16 age divisions with many All Around and event National Champions.  
Char also congratulated the Level 10Õs from our region who placed third, one point 
out of second place.  We had 16 individual event and all-around champions 
compared to 12 last year. 
 
Char congratulated the Region for the great state representation on the All Star 
Team.  There are four clubs represented from Illinois, two from Michigan and two 
from Ohio.  This represents eight different clubs which shows that talent is being 
spread across many clubs. 
 
Professional Involvement Forms (PIF) will be due by August 15, 2017.  Judges not 
meeting this deadline will be ineligible to judge State, Regional or National 
Championships.  The PIF form is to be used to assist in the selection of judges.  The 
Professional Involvement Form will be on the Judges page of the Region 5 website 
for easy access. 
 The use of the Professional Involvement Form (PIF) for judges was discussed.  It  
 was suggested that the Regional Application Form and the Professional  
 Involvement Form be combined.  The new PIF will have a deadline of August 15,  
 2017. 
 
Each state must submit a rank order list of 18 judges to Char by September 1, 2017.  
These lists will be used for Regional assignments to Level 7, 8, 9 and 10 Regional 
Championships.  Affiliation of each judge must also be documented because two to 
four judges per state are to be used as head judges.  The goal is to have judges 
know their event assignments for the Level 7, 8, 9 and 10 Regional Meets by 
December 15, 2017.  It will be on the Region 5 website when finalized. 
 



Each state has a choice to have the RTCC use their Level 7 through 10 ranked 
judges list or a separate list for the Xcel Regional judgesÕ assignments.  If a separate 
list is used for Xcel Championships, a minimum of 12 judges should be ranked. 
 
There were approximately 101 petitions for Level 8, 9 and 10 Regional 
Championships.  A huge thank you is extended to Hilary Carlson for her hard work 
on the petition process.  Sue Kane will take over this responsibility for the 2018 
Regional Championship season. 
 The Regional Administrative Committee has suggested that an email account be  
 established to receive all petitions. 
 
Constant contact will be established for Region 5 so that communication between the 
committee members can be consistent. 
 
The criteria used to select judges for State Meet assignments should be on the state 
websites by October 1, 2017.  A copy of all the state criteria for 2016-2017, in Region 
5, was shared with the RAC. 
 
USA National/Brevet Course eligibility forms must be submitted to Char Christensen, 
Region 5 RTCC, no sooner than June 2 and no later than midnight Eastern time 
zone on November 2, 2017. 
 
Confidentiality forms must be signed by all state, regional and national committees.  
All members are reminded that the ranking of judges can NEVER be shared with 
others as this breaches the confidentiality process. 
 
All clinics for USAG and NAWGJ must be sanctioned by USA Gymnastics to be used 
for CPE credit.  Judges are reminded to print their CPE forms from the USA 
Gymnastics website.  At the end of each clinic session, judges need their CPE forms 
signed by a designated official. 
 
Petition and inquiry forms should be included in each state handbook.   
 
USA Gymnastics members are reminded that the only meet formats that can be 
used are the ones in the Rules and Policies.  If there is a violation of this or any 
sanction violation, it should be noted on the sanction form.  Behavioral violations will 
be handled by Safe Sport.  The U302 course, Recognizing and Responding Online 
Course, will be required every two years in the future.  It is available free of charge at 
this time. 
 
To qualify to the Regional Championships, an Individual Event Specialist must score 
a 9.0 at their State Meet.  It is up to the States to determine the criteria for an 
Individual Event Specialist to compete in their State Meet.  The criteria should be on 
each states website by October 1, 2017. 
 
After this four year term is completed (2017-2021) Char Christensen has made the 
decision to retire as RTCC but she plans to continue judging.  Char is working with 
Sue Kane to educate her on the position of RTCC.  There may be other National or 
Brevet judges that are interested in learning about this elected position.  If so, they 
should contact Char to be considered for possible volunteer opportunities. 
 



For National judges assignment equal representation by state is not a consideration.  
As always, the goal is to have the best judges on the floor.  There will always be four 
judges from Region 5 assigned to the Level 10 National Championships and three 
judges for the Level 9 Eastern Championships unless it is held in our region in which 
seven judges are assigned. 
 
For the 2017 Championship season a Judging Selection Process subcommittee was 
developed.  This subcommittee selected the judges who represented Region 5 at JO 
Nationals and Eastern Nationals.  This procedure will continue for the 2018 
Championship season.  This procedure has been and will be placed on the Region 5 
website. 
 

B. REGIONAL XCEL CHAIRMAN REPORT  (Nancy Gibson)  
Nancy suggested having the State Xcel Representative handle the entries into the 
Regional Championships at the state meets.  If the entries are done online there 
would be no need for the written entry but there will need to be a way to designate 
whether the gymnast is on Team A or Team B.  There is also no online designation 
for Individual Event Specialists. 
 
Some regions have done away with state teams in order to fill the sessions. 
 
There were some issues with the mini tramps (alternative springboard) at state and 
regional meets.  Mini tramps may not be altered. 
 
It is recommended that the Regional Xcel Championships continue with two meet 
referees.  One referee will be the Regional Xcel Chairperson and the other will could 
be a judge that was the meet referee at an Xcel State Meet or the RTCC. 
 
There has been discussion about having an Xcel Training Camp.  Nancy will see 
how the Training Camp in Region 1 functions before developing a recommendation 
for Region 5. 
 
A Region 5 Xcel Facebook page will be developed. 
 

C. Regional Junior Olympic Chairman Re port ( Kittia Carpe nter)  
Region 5 placed third by 1 point at the Level 10 Junior Olympic National 
Championships with numerous individual event and all-around champions. 
 
The WomenÕs Junior Olympic Committee Meeting and the Joint Meeting of the Junior 
Olympic and Technical Committee minutes are on line and should be reviewed.  
There are a number of rules and policies that have changed. 

 
D. State Reports  

Illinois (No rbert Bendixen)  
1. Illinois had a successful year.  They had their largest banquet ever with 620 

participants.  200 of them were athletes. 
 
Indiana  (Amy Replogle)  
1. This past season gymnastics was the same but they are working to increase their 

standing above 4th place at Regionals in the future.   



2. This year they will honor compulsory champions at their banquet.  An All Star 
camp for compulsory levels is also being planned. 

3. There were 32 Level 10Õs at the 2017 State Meet. 
 
 

Kentucky (Brian Blewitt)  
1. Kentucky had a good year.  There was a large increase in the number of Xcel 

gymnasts at the expense of compulsory gymnasts.  Three clubs dropped their 
compulsory levels and only competed in the Xcel program.  A third state meet will 
probably be added in 2018. 

2. The annual banquet was large and went very well. 
3. There were no committee elections but there was one addition to the committee 

to replace BrianÕs previous position. 
4. Kentucky had four graduating seniors of which three will be continuing their 

gymnastics careers at the collegiate level.  One will be competing as an acrobat. 
 

Michigan (Tami Schaafsma)  
1. Michigan held three state meets.  There were 1300 gymnasts at the Level 3-6 

State Meet, 512 at the Level 7-10 State Meet and 1209 at the Xcel State Meet.  
Tami or Lori (the Michigan Junior Olympic Chairperson) attended each State 
Meet. 

2. The annual banquet will be held on July 20 in conjunction with the State 
Congress.  The State Congress will concentrate on the developmental level. 

 
Ohio (Nina Dent)  
1. All State Meets were successful.  Ohio had nine gymnasts competing at the 

Level 9 Eastern Championships and two gymnasts competing at the Level 10 
Championships. 

2. The annual banquet will be held in two weeks. 
3. Nina will be retiring from gymnastics at the end of this term.  Due to this process 

the committee is being reduced to five committee members.  This will allow the 
new State Chairman to set the committee as they see fit. 

 
V. FINANCIAL REPORT

The six nominees receiving the greatest number of votes will be presented to the Region 5 Hall 
of Fame Selection Committee.  A conference call will be set up with the Selection Committee to 
determine the 2017 inductees into the Region 5 USA Gymnastics Hall of Fame.

A. Regional Technical Chairman Report (Char Christensen)  
Char congratulated the Region for their success at the Level 9 Eastern Nationals.  
Region 5 took first place as a region with the Super Team Award.  We won eight out of 
the 16 age divisions with many All Around and event National Champions.  Char also 
cong�U�D�W�X�O�D�W�H�G���W�K�H���/�H�Y�H�O�������¶�V���I�U�R�P���R�X�U���U�H�J�L�R�Q���Z�K�R���S�O�D�F�Hd a close third behind the first 
place tie between Region 3 and Region 1.  We had 12 individual event and all-around 
champions compared to 10 last year. 

 
 Char congratulated the Region for the great state representation on the All Star Team.  

There are five gymnasts from Illinois, four from Michigan, two from Ohio and one from 
Indiana.  This represents ten different clubs which shows that talent is being spread 
across many clubs. 

 
Professional Involvement Forms (PIF) will be on websites and in newsletters by July 1, 
2016.  Judges must return the form by September 1, 2016.  The PIF is an objective tool 
for states to use to assist in the selection of judges for State and Regional assignments.  
The Professional Involvement Form and the Judges Training Camp Volunteer Form will 
be on the Judges page of the Region 5 website for easy access. 
 



Each State Chairman is asked to submit a rank order list of 18 judges to Char by 
September 6, 2016.  There are more judges required than in the past due to the addition 
of the Level 7 Regional Championship.  Affiliation of each judge must also be 
documented because two to four judges per state are to be used as head judges.  The 
goal is to have judges know their event assignments for the Level 7, 8, 9 and 10 
Regional Meets and have it available on the website by December 15, 2016. 
 
For Xcel Regionals, each state has the option of allowing Char to use the rank order 
judges list that was used for the Level 7, 8, 9, and 10 Regional Championships or a 
separate ranked list specifically for Xcel Regionals.   
 
Congratulations are extended to Kittia Carpenter and the staff from Buckeye Gymnastics 
for a beam skill being named after their gymnast, Jenna Swartzentruber.  The skill is a 
Squat 2/1 turn to a stand that rises from the squat position to a stand.  It is a variation of 
a Humphrey on beam. 
 
There were approximately 85 petitions for Level 8, 9, and 10 Regional Championships.  
A huge thank you is extended to Hilary Carlson for her hard work on the petition 
process.  Hilary will continue as a volunteer to assist with petitions for 2016-2017.   
 
To be eligible to judge the Level 8, 9 and 10 Region 5 Championships, all judges need to 
complete the online application form by September 1, 2016. 
 
The Judges Training Camp Volunteer Form should be on the Region 5 website within 
two weeks.  State Chairman are asked to remind judges, on their websites, that this form 
must be completed by August 1, 2016 in order to receive a teaching or coaching 
assignment.  The judging session at the Training Camps will only be on Sundays.  
Judges will be technical assistants on Fridays and Saturdays. 
 
The criteria used to select judges for State Meet assignments should be on the state 
websites (in a very visible area) or in newsletters by October 15, 2016.  State Chairmen 
are asked to send this information to Char, Dave and Kittia by October 15, 2016. 
 
All clinics for USAG and NAWGJ must be sanctioned by USA Gymnastics to be used for 
CPE credit.  Judges are reminded to print their CPE forms from the USA Gymnastics 
website.  At the end of each clinic session, judges need their CPE forms signed by a 
designated official. 
 
Petition and inquiry forms should be included in each state handbook.  It is 
recommended that the gymnasts age group be placed on the petition form. 
 
USA Gymnastics members are reminded that the only meet formats that can be used 
are the ones in the Rules and Policies booklet.  USA Gymnastics is not opposed to the 
use of other formats if prior approval is given. One new format was approved from Illinois 
which is a modified traditional format with the addition of a second beam. (Refer to the 
2016 Rules & Policies). 
 
To qualify to the Regional Championships an Individual Event Specialist must score a 
9.0 at their State Meet.  It is up to the States to determine the criteria for an Individual 
Event Specialist to compete in their State Meet.  The criteria should be on each States 
website by October 15, 2016. 



A motion was made to allow an Individual Event Specialist with a disability to 
qualify to the Regional  Championships with a score that is the all -around 
qualifying score divided by four.

Sanction violations are being checked by the USA Gymnastics.  Meet directors and meet 
referees are responsible for notating all violations on the sanction form.  Violation 
penalties are $500 the first time and $1000 for the second time.  Connie Maloney is also 
auditing around 80 judges per year.

B. Regional Training Camp Director  (Lori  Koch)  

Several changes have been made to the structure of the Region 5 Training Camps.  
Registration opened on June 6, 2016.  A dozen or so clubs registered the opening day.  
Each camp will have two sessions.  A morning and an afternoon session will be held on 
Friday and Saturday.  On Sunday the two sessions will be combined to cover five of the 
following topics; sports psych, nutrition, injury prevention, judging, leadership, 
interviewing skills, Region 5 cheers and marching or Region 5 goals for Nationals.  Each 
topic will be 45 minutes in length.  Each camp will have a social activity for the gymnasts 
on Friday and a coaches activity on Saturday. 
 
The Camp Committee is devised of one person from each state.  They have been 
working on securing the Master Clinicians for each camp.  Mary Lee Tracy, John 
Geddert and Todd Gardner have agreed to do a camp.  Assistant staff will need to sign 
up on line.  Some assistants will remain on an event and some may rotate with a group.  
This will be based on what works best for the coach and camp. 
 
The 2016 State Meet, Regional Championship and National Championship scores will 
be used to qualify for the camps.  To enter the Hot Shot Camp a gymnast must be 12 
years old or under.  A gymnast that competed in the 2015 Junior Olympic Nationals but 
was injured for the 2016 Junior Olympic Nationals will be grandfathered into the High 
Tech Camp.  The Region 5 Training Camp Committee will determine the placement of a 
gymnast that competed in the NIT in 2015 but was injured for the 2016 season. 
 
JPAC and Naperville Gymnastics will be hosting Forward Progress and Hot Shot Camps 
on different weekends.  A Big Sister/Little Sister activity may be planned. 
 
The High Tech and High Performance Camps will be held at the University of Michigan 
on October 7, 8 and 9, 2016.  The High Performance Camp will be taking the place of 
the Showcase.  To qualify for the High Performance Camp a gymnast must score a 
36.00 or above but did not qualify for JO Nationals or Level 9 Eastern Championships.  
High School seniors are not eligible.  Two judges will be needed for judging rotations on 
Sunday for the High Tech and High Performance Camps.  For all camps we will continue 
to use Coaches Eye on the IPads.  Videos will be deleted after use.   
 
College coaches are invited to the High Tech and High Performance Camps but they 
can attend any camp that they wish.  They can be invited to coach one day of a camp 
and recruit the second day of the camp without violating NCAA compliance rules.  Lori 
will rotate the college coaches.  For recruitment purposes the college coaches like 
having uncommitted gymnasts wearing a different color leotard for easy identification. 



 
 
Lori will work on the Training Camp part of the website to make it more user friendly.  
 
The criteria for the camps are complete but there will be clarifications.  The gymnasts 
level is based on their competitive level during the 2016 season. 
Super Camp �± a gymnast must be Level 6-10 with emphasis on Level 6-8. 
Hot Shot Camp �± a gymnast must be Level 4-10 and 12 years of age or under. 
Forward Progress Camp �± a gymnast must be Level 9-10. 
High Performance Camp �± a gymnast must be Level 9-10. 
High Tech Camp �± a gymnast must be Level 10. 
 
It is anticipated that there will be 10-14 gymnasts per group. 
 
Except for the November camps the camp director at each camp will be a Region 5 
Training Camp Committee person. 
 
Tumble Trak has volunteered to be at every camp.   
 
It is recommended that the camp host have a trainer on staff.  The Region 5 Training 
Camp Committee will review requirements.  Water needs to be provided.   
 
Invitations will be sent to High Performance and High Tech eligible gymnasts.   
 
There was discussion concerning having a set amount for the Training Camp Host Fee.  
For a two session Camp, $800 or $1000 was suggested.  For a one session camp half of 
this amount was suggested.  Five Regional Administrative Committee members voted 
for a $1000.00 Training Camp Host Fee for a two session camp and a $500.00 host fee 
for a one session camp.  Three Regional Administrative Committee members voted for a 
$800.00 Training Camp Host Fee for a two session camp and $400.00 host fee for a one 
session camp.   
The Training Camp Host Fee for 2016 will be $1000.00 for a two session camp and 
$500.00 for a one session camp.  

 
C. Regional Meet Discussion  

Donna Trevethan distributed a chart that shows Region 5 as the only region in the nation 
that does not have a four judge panel at Level 8 Regional Championships. 
 
It was felt that the last session on Saturday and Sunday of the Level 9/10 Regional 
Championship was not fair to the gymnasts because they were too long.  Four sessions 
per day is hard on the judges.  Kittia suggested that one set of judges could judge the

competing.  A qualifying score of 35.00 would reduce the size of the meet by two 
sessions.   
 
Preprinted individual �M�X�G�J�H�V�¶ slips in competitive order were not provided at the Level 
9/10 Regional Championships.  This requirement went into effect in 2014. 
 
374 gymnasts competed in the Level 7 Regional Championships.  The meet ran well but 
it felt like a big invitational.  There was no team competition.  Many of the Level 7 



coaches did not receive meet etiquette information from their gyms.  Many did not have 
their USA Gymnastics membership cards and were not familiar with rotating in a capital 
cup format.   
 
The Level 8 Regional Meet host �F�R�X�O�G�Q�¶�W get catering for the meet.  It would have cost 
$22,000.00.  Therefore, vouchers were used. 
 
There needs to be more clarification on awards.  There were not enough medals or 
plaques at the Level 8 Regional Meet.  The splitting of the age groups was not taken into 
consideration.   
A motion was made to have the Regional Junior Olympic Committee Chairm an 
order all the regional awards (medals and pla ques).

Kentucky did a great job bringing the flavor of Kentucky to the meet.   
 
The meet referee for the Level 7 Regional Championships (Debbie Campbell) felt that 
the judges were well prepared.  Char felt that team competition would add to the meet 
and make it feel more like a regional meet instead of an invitational.   
 
Nancy Gibson, the meet referee, was very happy with the Xcel Regional Meet.  She 
suggested having a second meet referee if a second panel of judges is used.  The meet 
referee position was educational for the coaches.  There were over 1100 gymnasts.   

 
D. Regional Junior Olympic Chairman Report  (Kittia Carpenter)  

With more age divisions at the Junior Olympic Championships the strength of Region 5 
is more spread.  There were some gymnasts that did not appear to be ready.  There 
were quite a few scratches at the last minute which made it difficult for Kittia to prepare 
an alternate to compete.   
 
Region 5 had seven Junior Olympic National team members. 
 
Some of the changes affective August 1, 2016 (see the May, 2016 Junior Olympic 
Committee Meeting Minutes) are: 
1. Acro elements in Level 1-5 balance beam compulsories may land in a straight leg 

closed finish or as written in the text. 
 
2. The number of credentialed coaches allowed at the Level 9 Eastern and the Junior 

Olympic Championships has been limited.  If there are one to four gymnasts, three 
coaches are allowed.  For four to nine gymnasts, a maximum of four coaches are

must be contacted.  Additional credentials can be obtained at the cost of $100.00. 

 
3. Level 4 and 5 gymnasts may lower the vault table to any manufactured setting. 
 
4. Landing into a loose foam pit is not allowed for competition unless the landing 

surface is deemed firm by the meet referee or meet director prior to the start of the 
competition.   

 



5. The minimum qualifying score to the Junior Olympic Nationals has been raised to 
35.00.  This will allow more spots to deserving gymnasts from other Regions. 
Additional gymnasts will be by percentage of eligible athletes in each region. 

 
6. A giant half on bars can be an A, B, or C element based on the angle of the turn. 
 
7. The format for the Junior Olympic Nationals will remain the same but will use corrals 

as in college.  Two gyms will be for warm-ups and two will be for competition.  This is 
expected to reduce confusion as to who is competing.  The Junior Olympic Nationals 
will stay with a two day format. 

 
E. State Reports  

Illinois (Norbert Bendixen)  
The Level 8, 9, and 10 were combined and the Level 6 and 7 were together with over 
600 gymnasts.  There were 700 gymnasts in the Level 3 State Meet and over 650 
athletes at the Level 4 State Meet.  The Level 5 and Xcel State meet were held together.   
 
There will be over 500 at the Illinois Banquet this weekend.   
 
Indiana (Linda Barclay)  
A Friday session had to be added for the Indiana Xcel State Meet.  The optional State 
Meet was a three day meet.  All state meets will be in March in 2017.   
 
The Indiana State Congress will be held July 23-24, 2016. 
 
Kentucky (Vicki Smith)  
The Level 4-10 State Meet had 360 gymnasts competing.  The Level 2, 3 and Xcel State 
Meet had almost 500 gymnastics competing.   
 
The State Banquet was held on May 22, 2016 with 270 in attendance.   
 
The Kentucky State Clinic will be held July 22-13, 2016. 
 
Michigan (Tami  Schaafsma)  
Three state meets were held this year.  The Level 7-10 State Meets were held together.  
The Level 3-6 State Meet had 1454 gymnasts competing and the Xcel State Meet had 
over 1000 gymnasts competing.  Coaches like having fewer weekends occupying State 
Meets.   
 
At the State Meet many Xcel Coaches were not familiar with the rules of competition.   
 
With the Regional Congress being held in Michigan this year a State Congress will not 
be held until 2017.   
 
Claudia Kretschmer and Al Scharns will be stepping down from their positions on the 
Michigan Administrative Committee.  Claudia has served on the committee for 30 years.  
They will be recognized for their contribution at the State Banquet that will be held in the 
middle of July. 
 
Ohio (Nina Dent)  
The Ohio State Clinic, Banquet and Camp will be held July 13, 2016. 



 
In 2016 the Level 2-5 State Meet had 1500 participants.  The Level 6-10 State meet had 
1000 athletes and the Xcel State Meet had 804 athletes. 
 
All State Meets in 2017 will be held in March.  The Ohio state meet calendar is complete 
through 2019. 
 
The state leotard is the Ohio Administrative �&�R�P�P�L�W�W�H�H�¶�V���P�D�L�Q���I�X�Q�G���U�D�L�V�H�U�������&�R�D�F�K�H�V�¶ tee 
shirts are given to them.  The cost of the leotard is refunded to all gymnasts that make 
the state team. 
 
42 different judges were used for the Ohio State Meets.  Char stated that 50% of all 
judges are over 50 years of age.  New judges are needed to be used with experienced 
judges as USA Gymnastics and NAWGJ recommend for invitational and championship 
meets. 
 

F. Xcel Report (Nancy Gibson)  
Some changes have occurred in the Xcel program to make judging easier.  It is 
important to read the minutes that are on line.  One of the changes is the elimination of 
order matters.  Also, Xcel has adopted the new balk definition as defined by the Junior 
Olympic and Technical Committees. 
 
There was a 24% increase in the Xcel program in our region. 
 

V. FINANCIAL REPORT  
The yearly financial report was distributed.  Income was limited due to the lack of a Regional 
Congress in 2015.  Additional expenses were incurred because of the $10.00 increase in the 
entry fee for Junior Olympic Nationals and Level 9 Eastern Championships.  This increase was 
not known at the time the Region 5 Training Camp entry fee was established.  Approximately 
$40,000.00 of income was also lost due to National Congress being held in our region. 
 
VI. HALL OF FAME (Augusta Lipsey)  
The biographies of all nominees were sent electronically to the Regional Administrative 
Committee prior to this meeting.  A ballot listing all current Region 5 Hall of Fame nominees was 
distributed to all of the Regional Administrative Committee members.  Each Regional 
Administrative Committee member listed their choice for the top five nominees.  (Normally six 
people are chosen.  Only five were chosen this year because Kathy Kelly deferred her induction 
from last year to 2016).  The top ranked nominee would receive five points; the second ranked 
nominee would receive four points, etc.  The five nominees receiving the greatest number of 
votes will be presented to the Region 5 Hall of Fame Selection Committee.  A conference call 
will be set up with the Selection Committee to determine the 2016 inductees into the Region 5 
USA Gymnastics Hall of Fame. 
 
VII. REGIONAL CONGRESS 
The 2016 Regional Congress will be held in Grand Rapids, Michigan.  The club that has the 
most registrants will receive an award. 
 
There are four volunteers so far.  More are needed.  Please contact Tami Schaafsma if you are 
interested in volunteering. 
 



The Trivia Night is being put together on a power point.  There will be five rounds of 10 
questions.  There is a $600.00 cash prize.  The Silent Auction will be held on Friday evening 
with the vendors providing the items. 
 
Suggestions were made for the Master of Ceremonies for the Auction and the Banquet. 
 
VIII. STATE CHAIRS RESPONSIBILITIES  

A. All State Committee meeting agendas are to be approved by the Regional Administrative 
Committee Chairman. 

B. State Chairs have the responsibility of tracking scores for State Meet qualification and 
mobility between the levels.  Dave would like to have a tracking program developed and 
placed in the cloud for the use of all the states in our region.  It would need to be in an 
Excel format. 

C. Meet Directors must be reminded that entries may not be refused from competitors who 
wish to enter a competition that serves as a qualifier to a State Championship or above.  
(pg. 61 and 96, 2015-�����������:�R�P�H�Q�¶�V���3�U�R�J�U�D�P���5�X�O�H�V���D�Q�G���3�R�O�L�F�L�H�V���� 

D. Entry fees for compulsory and optional state meets are found �L�Q���W�K�H���:�R�P�H�Q�¶�V���3�U�R�J�U�D�P��
Rules and Policies.  To increase these entry fees a request must be made to the 
Regional Administrative Committee Chairman on an annual basis. 

E. If one-judge panels are used in a meet it must be stated in the pre-meet information per 
Rules and Policies. 

 
IX. REGIONAL BIDS  
The financial reports from the 2016 Regional Championships were distributed.  Based on the 
reports, entry fees do not need to be adjusted for the 2017 season. 
 
The qualifying score to the Level 9/10 Regional Championships was discussed.  Based on the 
2016 Championships a score of 35.00 would have resulted in a nine session meet.  The cost for 
judges would remain the same except for the hotel expense.  Adding one or two sessions on 
Thursday was suggested as well as raising the qualifying score.  It was suggested that the Level 
10 sessions be in succession followed by the Level 9 sessions.  It was also suggested that 
Survey Monkey be used to allow the membership to determine if the score should be raised or 
an additional day be added for the following year. 
A motion was made to have the Level 9/10 Regional Championship competition held with 
two sessions on Thursday if needed and no more than three sessions on Friday,

Kittia has been in contact with Ron 
Galimore to arrange the trip.  The last week in October is being negotiated.  It is expected that 
the cost will be reduced by staying closer to home this year. 
 
XI. REGIONAL PROCEDURES 
Each member of the Regional Administrative Committee was asked to write one or two areas of 
a procedure manual to be used for all Regional Championships. 
 
XII. APPAREL COORDINATOR  
Stephanie Malas is retiring as the Region 5 Apparel Coordinator.  She has done a wonderful job 
and has done so without taking a stipend.  The Region will give her something special for her 
time. 
 
Shannon Miles has volunteered to become the Region 5 Apparel Coordinator.  Myra Hargrove, 
a mother of a gymnast from Cincinnati has also volunteered.  Kittia would like to have both 
ladies handle the responsibility.  This would allow Shannon the ability to coach her gymnasts 
when needed. 
 
XIII. ANNOUNCEMENTS

III. WELCOME 
Chairman David Stiles welcomed the committee to the annual fall meeting. 
 
IV. REGIONAL CONGRESS 
The site for the 2016 Regional Congress has not been confirmed.  USA Gymnastics is still 
negotiating with Grand Rapids, Michigan.  They are also looking into sites in Kentucky.  The 
Northern Kentucky Convention Center in Lexington is available in September.  The Regional 
Administrative Committee will work on securing lecture speakers for the Congress.  Each 
member of the Committee will suggest topics and speakers.  Dave will send an E-mail out with 
lecture areas for the Committee.   
 
V. FINANCIAL REPORT  
The 2014 Regional Congress raised $19000.  The Apparel Store raised $16000 at the 2014 
Regional Congress.  This year $3000 was raised for the Region from the silent auction at the 
National Congress.  $1300 was charged for the use of the video equipment during the banquet 
and we have not received the bill for the meals.  The National Office will be contacted to ask if a 
Regional Congress can be held the same year that a National Congress is held in the region.  
This will allow the Region to retain a large percentage of their Congress income. 
 
VI. NATIONAL JUDGES SELECTION 
Char Christensen passed out the National Judges Selection Process.  The goal of the Regional 
Administrative Committee is to place the best judges on the competitive floor representing 
Region 5.  The best judges are determined by their continuous leadership role in Region 5 by 



actively judging in the Junior Olympic Program, by volunteering within Region 5, by making 
professional contributions and by having a positive relationship and respect of the gymnastic 
community.  The judges that will be considered must have completed their Professional 
Involvement Form, their Regional Judging Application Form and applied to volunteer for a 
minimum of one day at a Training Camp.  112 judges have completed the requirements.  There 
has been excellent participation in the camps this year.   
 
There will be no �M�X�G�J�H�¶�V session for the Forward Progress camp in MI because of the lack of 
available judges that weekend.  Michigan judges will be involved with the Michigan Judges 
Critique Clinic. 
 
The application process has worked well.  Deborah Warhol, the Region 5 webmaster, was 
congratulated for getting the application information to Char.  Char passed out the list of judges 
who completed all three forms and are eligible for Nationals.  These judges were discussed 
prior to the selection process being implemented.  The selection process was reviewed to insure 
that the Regional Administrative C�R�P�P�L�W�W�H�H�¶�V interpretation of the procedure was accurate.  
Prior to the selection of the judges for Junior Olympic Nationals and Level 9 Easterns, Char, 
Donna, Nancy and Nina left the room.  Vicki, Kittia and Augusta were not in consideration for 
selection so they remained in the meeting along with the remaining Region 5 Administrative 
Committee members.

VI. State Reports   
Illinois (Norbert Bendixen) 
 Illinois had very successful, well run, state meets with over 500 gymnasts.  The Secret  
 Classic was once again held in Illinois.   
 



Illinois is working on a system for dealing with meets that have to be cancelled due to 
acts of God.   
 
Illinois has had some problems using out of state scores as state qualifying scores.  33% 
of each age group is given awards at state meets.  The age groups are usually 33 
gymnast which allows for 10 placement awards per age group.   
 
The Xcel divisions are increasing in numbers every year though the numbers are still 
lower in Illinois than in the other Region 5 states.  This is mainly because the other 
states have had a head start and due to a previously established AAU program.   
 
In 2015 Illinois will have an abbreviated state congress due to the National Congress 
being held in Indianapolis.   
 
The judges for the Illinois state meets will be selected by blind vote in November.  Every 
year prior to the Judges Selection meeting the Illinois Administrative Committee 
establishes what criteria they will use in the selection of the judges for that year based 
on what communications have been received from the professional members.  A joint 
meeting is being scheduled with the state NAWGJ.  In the 2013-2014 competitive year, 
Illinois wanted the best judges possible for the level which resulted in many of the same 
judges being selected for each state meet.  Prior to the judges selection for the 2014-
2015 competitive season Illinois will revisit (as it does every year) their philosophy of 
selection and their selection procedures. 
 

 Char Christensen was thanked by Norbert Bendixen for allowing over judgments that  
 were needed at their State Meets by a small number due to slight overages.  Char  
 commented that the Illinois meet directors and meet referees did an excellent job of  
 providing follow-up with final numbers, times and schedule to show that the meets  
 finished on time and judges did receive appropriate break time.

 Indiana is excited to be represented on the Region 5 All-Star team this year by Sarah  
 Smith from JPAC as the #1 gymnast. 
  
 The Indiana State Meeting, Congress and Awards Banquet were held last weekend.  We  
 had great clinicians and sessions with Peter Pidcoe, PhD., Enrique Trabanino, Becky  
 Cox, Paula Lord, Jeannie Johnson, Judy Kemp and Connie Maloney.  Even though  
 these events are free to all Indiana professional members only 30% of the membership  
 attend.  New incentives or different formats are being explored to increase participation.   
 These events are held on the same weekend each year �± 2nd weekend in July, so  
 Indiana members are encouraged to save the date for next year. 
 

Indiana also holds a Base Score Clinic every year at the beginning of the season to 
 encourage judges and coaches to start on the same page.

Assessment Fees have been raised to $1.00 per gymnast for all Michigan invitational  
meets. 
 
Michigan is in the process of developing a new website which includes a judging site.   
The state committee is working with the MI-NAWGJ to develop a revenue source.  The  
state is looking to add a statistician position on the committee. 
 
A character award is being introduced in 2015.  Anyone including parents and coaches  
may nominate a gymnast for the character award. 
 
Michigan will have an open meeting for all Michigan Professional Members at the  
Regional Congress at 8:00am on Saturday, September 13, 2014. 

 
Ohio (Nina Dent) 
 At one Ohio state meet a water pipe burst causing the rest of the meet to be added to  
 the following weeks state meet.  This resulted in additional judges being added to the  
 new state meet. 
 

The age groups at the state meets are limited to 15-18 gymnasts.  Larger medals are  
awarded to first through third place and a smaller version of the medal is awarded to  
fourth through tenth place.  Six places are awarded for each event and 10 places are  
awarded in the all around.  Ohio is suggesting that each state meet host hire a meet  
organizing company.  
 
In 2015 Ohio will have two state meets.  One state meet will be Level 2, 3, 4 and 5 with  
the other being Levels 6-10.  
 
497 people attended the 2013 banquet.  The State committee meeting was held on  
Friday with the banquet held on Saturday and the Optional Camp held on Sunday.

J. USA Gymnastics members are reminded that Rules and Policies meet formats are the

For the 
falsification of memberships and dates, there is a $500 fine for the first offense and 
$1000 fine for the second offense.

B. Concerns 

1. The banquet ticket system is still broken.  Rachel Brazo should be the only person to 
accept money for tickets.

USA Gymnastics should have a place online that is 
separate from the Congress Registration that will allow people to register for the 
banquet exclusively.  There is not a simple process to allow people to purchase 
banquet tickets after the fact.

VI I I. STATE CHAIRME !  WORKSHOP (Jim Comiskey) 
The State Chairmen Workshop was held in Orlando, FL on June 6 & 7, 2011.  Some of the 
highlights are: 

1. Gymnasts must compete in the state in which their gym is located or in the state in 
which they reside �± but not both. 

2. Entry fees are now $125.00 for Nationals (as reported in VII) 
3. If a coach takes part in an USA Gymnastics sanctioned event without proper 

credentials, the coach and the Meet Director will be fined. 
4. The attorney for USA Gymnastics reminded everyone that information discussed in 

meetings is to be kept confidential. 
5. The phrase �³meet head tax�  ́should not be moved.  It should be called administrative 

operating fees. 
6. Bullying of the coaches towards the athletes is becoming a concern. 
7. Parents are the #1 liability claim at meets in recent years to include falls, mishaps in 

the parking lot, and other meet site related incidents. 
8. The first US Open National Championship was considered very successful.  There 

were approximately 800 competitors this year. 
9. A promotional video of the championships can be found on YouTube. 
10. The Xcel (Prep Opt.) Program is over 4000 athletes strong.  USA Gymnastics is 

working toward developing a National Xcel Program.  This will not go into effect 
until 2013.   

11. Each Region is required to select an Xcel Regional Representative by September 1, 
2011. 

12. Background checks and safety expiration dates will be coordinated to the same 
expiration date in the future. 

13. Lynn Moskovitz and Cheryl Jarrett introduced the newly designed USA Gymnastics 
University. 

14. The first JO Coaches Certification Camp was held at the �:�R�P�H�Q�¶�V���7�U�D�L�Q�L�Q�J���&�H�Q�W�H�U���D�W��
the ranch in Houston, Texas.

A. Because the summer Region 5 Administrative Committee meeting is later than 
normal, the deadline for the Professional Involvement forms will be September 15, 
2011.  The forms will be on the Regional website by July 20, 2011.  The PIF�¶�V are to 
be used to assist in the selection of recommended judges for State and Regional 
assignments. 

B. The Professional Involvement Forms should be part of the criteria for choosing the 
judges at the State and Regional levels.

It has worked quite 
well and can be found on the Michigan Gymnastics website. 



b. OH �± Nina Dent stated that all the Committee Members get a copy of the 
Professional Involvement Forms.  The assigners and the coaches ranked the 
judges.  Last year there were only two judges that were not ranked in the same 
order by each group.  This year the State Committee will be recommending 
event assignments.  The desire is to limit two State Meets per judge. 

c. KY - Cap Caudill stated that there are not many judges in KY.  They use a 
point system to rank the judges with input from the assignors. 

d. IN �± Linda Barclay stated that her system was similar to everyone else but 
they also use the �M�X�G�J�H�¶�V availability forms.  They try to limit the judges to 
two state meets per judge.  Their system will probably remain the same. 

e. IL- Norbert Bendixen stated that the judges that were given a Regional 
assignment were given a first and second place vote by each Committee 
Member then the remainder of the eligible and available judges were voted on 
by each individual Committee Member via blind vote in number order from 
three on.  If a judge had not turned in a Professional Involvement Form, they 
did not receive a State Meet assignment.  During the State Series Judge 
Selection process everyone discusses the judges, using a complex system of 
full committee discussion and then dismissing those judges involved 
(including spouses) that are eligible and available and then a blind vote is 
taken by all.  Norbert will recommend to the Illinois Committee that a 
separate State availability form be used this year.  Last year, for the first time, 
an attempt was made to spread out the meet referee responsibilities.  Illinois 
had some problems that occurred and will discuss these problems and use the 
discussions in their decisions for next year. 

I. All clinics for USA Gymnastics and NAWGJ must be registered with USA 
Gymnastics.  At the end of each session, judges need their CPE forms signed by a 
designated official.  Judges are reminded to print their CPE forms from the USA 
Gymnastics website. 

J. State Chairmen are asked to place petition and inquiry forms in their State Handbooks 
for easy access by coaches. 

K. Meet Directors are reminded that only recognized meet formats listed in the Rules & 
Policies can be used.  If a format is used that has not been pre-approved or any other 
violation to the Rules & policies occurs, the violation should be noted on the sanction 
form. 

L. Coaches are reminded that a score of 9.0 is required at their State Meet for an event 
specialist to qualify to the Regional Championships.  Qualifying criteria into the State 
Meets should be on the State websites by October 1, 2011.  

 
XI .REGIO! AL JU ! IOR OLYMPIC CHAIRMA !  REPORT (John Geddert) 

A. Overview of 2010-2011 Season 
We improved over last �\�H�D�U�¶�V JO Championship results but were edged out of 1st 
place due to a couple of age groups that were basically destroyed due to injury.  
Region 5 won four of the eight age groups and place 2nd in another.  We have work to 
do but we have no reason to hang our heads. 

B. Objectives for 2011-2012 Season 



There is an underlying tone of complacency that must change.  To recreate the 
excitement should be a priority this year.  We need to find some ways to bring energy 
to our camps and National Championships.

This leaves the less experienced judges 
judging at the lower level meets with fewer opportunities to train with higher level 
judges.  NAWGJ is asking that when a meet director requests certain judges that the

III.  OVERVIEW OF REGIO !  5 CO! GRESS 
Bobbi Montanari, RACC, asked the Committee for their opinio!"#$"%&'"()**'(("#$"%&+(",'-./(" 
Regional Congress.  The consensus was that the Congress was great.  We had the largest  
attendance in history.  There were approximately 600 registered for the Congress.  Any  
suggestions for the 2011 Congress should be sent to Bobbi Montanari.  
 
The date and site for the 2011 Congress was discussed.  The Committee felt that having the  
Congress on the first weekend following the start of the fall sessions was difficult.  The fourth  
weekend of September will be presented to the USA Gymnastics office as the desired weekend  
for the 2011 Region 5 Congress.  It had been suggested that the Congress should stay  
consistently in a centrally located city.  Indianapolis was the suggested location.  The Region 5  
Administrative Committee had previously decided to have the Congress in the same state for two  
years in a row before moving to another state.  Norbert Bendixen stated that he would still like to  
see Ohio and Michigan have the chance to host the Regional Congress.  Bobbi Montanari said  
she would have USA Gymnastics look into both Indianapolis and Ohio. 
 
Kristin Moore reported that the Region 5 Store made $4508.00 in sales during the Region 5  
Congress. 
 
IV.  2011 REGIO! AL MEET BIDS 
There are three bids for the Level 8 Regional Meet.  They are Branch Gymnastics (Michigan),  
Olympic Dreams Gymnastics (Ohio) and Twistars Gymnastics Booster Club (Michigan).  The  



Level 9/10 Regional Meet Bids were received from De0'-)/("1##(%'."23)4"56!7+-!-8"-!7" 
Gymnastics World (Ohio).  John Geddert said that he would like to see the meets spread around  
in the Region.  Since both Regional Meets were held in Michigan in 2010 the obvious choice for  
the Level 8 host would be Olympic Dreams Gymnastics.  Gymnastics World has also not held a  
Regional Meet in a long time.  If Gymnastics World were to host the Level 9/10 Regional Meet  
the facility would be two or three blocks from the NCAA National Gymnastics Meet site.  The  
city is trying to make the hosting of these two meets in Cleveland, Ohio a large event for the  
community.   
A motion was made to award the Level 9/10 Regional Gymnastics Meet to Gymnastics  
World of  Broadview Heights, Ohio.

A paper vote was taken to determine the Level 8 Regional Gymnastics Meet host.

Because Branch Gymnastics hosted the Level 8 Region 5 Championship Meet in 2010 and the  
Committee preferred not to have both Regional Championships in the same state, the 2011 Level  
8 Region 5 Championships will be hosted by Geddert!s Twistars.  
 
Kittia Carpenter will contact all Meet Directors to inform them of the results of the bid requests. 
 
Norbert Bendixen suggested that all future bids should include a floor plan and a listing of the  
equipment.  Bret Norman will change the bid form to include these changes. 
 
VI.  2010 LEVEL 8 REGIO! AL CHAMPIO ! SHIPS REVIEW ! OTES FROM AL  
SCHAR! S 
Al Scharns of Branch Gymnastics wrote suggestions to the Region 5 Administrative Committee  
following the hosting of the 2010 Level 8 Regional Championships.  The Committee reviewed  
each of these suggestions and took action on some of them.   

1. For the State Teams, three scores count for a traditional format meet with seven gymnasts 
and four scores count for a capital cup format meet with eight gymnasts.  If a member of 
a State Team is unable to compete, All Stars cannot replace gymnasts as part of the State 
Team.  Char Christensen will put this in the Regional Meet Reminders. 

2. Al Scharns suggested that 45 - 60 minutes be provided for the general stretch and check-
in for the first session of the morning.  The Region 5 Administrative Committee 
responded that the guidelines in the USA Gymnastics Rules and Policies will be 
followed. 

3. The suggestion was made that substitutions made after 12:00 noon on Thursday prior to 
the first day of the competition be granted, but the athlete(s) will not change squads or 
flights.  Their scores will be counted for the State Team if applicable.  This will eliminate 
delays, confusion, and disorganization that result from the need to reproduce the rotation 
sheets at the last minute for the coaches, judges, referee, and music personnel.  The 
Region 5 Administrative Committee agreed to not allow substitutes to the State Teams 
after Wednesday noon prior to the day of the meet. 

4. Most gyms do not have two or more coaches that can attend the Level 8 Regional Meet. 
However, by using the modified capital cup format, and placing individual qualifier(s) in 
the opposite flight on the same event as the State Team gymnasts(s) from the Same 



Team, one coach can coach both the State Team gymnast(s) and the individual 
qualifier(s) at the same time.  Two coaches would be necessary if the club has gymnasts 
in both the senior and the junior gym.  The Region 5 Administrative Committee agreed 
that this suggestion would be ideal, but it is not always possible.  However, it will be 
recommended. 

5. There are discrepancies concerning the awards (the size of the medals and number of 
plaques).  The Region 5 Administrative Committee responded that each gymnast on the 
winning State Team is to receive a plaque.  The names of the gymnasts on the state 
winning team are to be announced to eliminate confusion.  Kittia Carpenter will order the 
medals and the plaques from A-1 Awards to standardize the awards. 

6. The USA Gymnastics Rules and Policies states that 3.5 minutes per gymnast are to be 
used for setting up the meet schedule for traditional and capital cup formats.  Less time is 
required for the modified capital cup format.  The 2010 Level 8 Region 5 Meet used 3.15 
minutes per gymnast to schedule the meet and consistently finished 45 minutes or more 
early.  Al Scharns suggested that closer to 3 minutes per gymnast be used to determine 
the meet schedule.  The Region 5 Administrative Committee unanimously agreed to 
implement this suggestion. 

7. Al Scharns, the meet director for the 2010 Level 8 Regional Meet, did not receive all of 
the meet entries until seven days after the meet deadline.  All people involved, State Meet 
Directors and State Chairman, must know who is to receive the entries.  The Region 5 
Administrative Committee requires that the results be electronically sent to the Regional 
Meet Director the day after the state meet.  The results should also be sent by overnight 
mail to the Regional Meet Director as stated on page 26 of the USA Gymnastics Rules 
and Policies. 

A motion was made to accept all of the changes made as a result of the suggestions  
supplied by Al Scharns.

Championships and obtaining the site for the Annual June Region 5 Administrative Committee 
Meeting.  Bobbi Montanari thanked the Committee for their help during a difficult year.  She 
appreciated the extra work that many of the Committee took on during her pet, SarahÕs, illness.  
Kristin Moore was also thanked for the extra work she did with the Region 5 apparel.  Kristin 
attended the Level 9 East Nationals to insure that all of the gymnasts received their apparel.  

III.  ETHICAL OBLIGATIO ! S OF COMMITTEE MEMBERS 
Bobbi Montanari, reminded all Committee Members that all communication during the meeting 
is to be kept confidential.  The USA Gymnastics confidentiality forms will be sent to the 
Committee Members for signing.  

IV.  MI ! UTES 
Deadlines for the distribution of the minutes were set.  Following approval the minutes will be 
posted on the Regional website, State websites, and distributed to the Professional Membership 
via e-mail and/or newsletters. 



V.  COMMU ! ICATIO !  
The Region 5 Committee is now on Facebook.  Each State Chair will be placed on Facebook as 
an administrator.  The Regional newsletter will be printed in July. Information is due to Bret 
Norman by July 1, 2010. 

State Rules and Policies are to be placed on the State websites.  

E-mails from the State Chairs are to be copied to the Regional Chair.  E-mails from the Regional 
Chair will be copied to the National Chair, Kathy Ostberg. 

VI.  REGIO ! AL ADMI ! ISTRATIVE COMMITTEE CHAIRMA ! S REPORT (Hilary 
Carlson)
Bobbi Montanari thanked Hilary Carlson for attending the Level 10 National Championships and 
the WomenÕs Administrative Committee Meetings for her.  The meeting was held on May 9, 
2010 in Dallas, Texas.  Hilary Carlson reported that the decision was made that no gifts are to be 
given to judges beyond their normal pay rate.  Some judges have requested to be assigned to 
certain meets because of the gifts.   

USA Gymnastics will be centralizing the banking system for all Regional and State accounts.
This change is necessary to stay in compliance with IRS regulations.  It will also eliminate 
Regional and State financial reporting. 

Bobbie Montanari stated that all Committee Members may be reimbursed for their Regional and 
State expenses with the proper documentation (receipts).  State Chairs may use their State 
accounts for reimbursement.   

VII.  STATE CHAIRME !  WORKSHOP I !  LAS VEGAS (! ina Dent) 
The State Chairmen Workshop was held separate from the National Congress.  Nina Dent stated 
that it was a very good workshop.  There was not the time pressure that is usually felt when the 
workshop is held in conjunction with the National Congress.  The workshop was well thought 
out.  The topics of discussion are listed below. 

1.  The State Chairmen were told that they must stay professional.   

2. When bids are reviewed for meet selection, accessibility for spectators should be 
considered.

3. The meet director(s) that sign the sanction should be on all meet documents.  This is 
due to liability.  The 2009 Edition Gymnastics Risk Management / Safety Course 
Handbook should be reviewed.  The forms in the back of the Handbook should be 
review by an attorney.  Remember that the forms are a guideline.  Some of the things 
in the forms may not apply to your State.   

4. It is the State Chairs duty to report violations, not to investigate them. 

5. Policies set by the state should be followed. 



6. The Prep Opt Program was designed with a soccer mentality. (Get in, compete, have 
fun).

7. Kathy Feldman reported that the USA Gymnastics has had a 6-7% growth in 
membership. 

VIII.  REGIO ! AL TECH ! ICAL CHAIRMA !  REPORT (Char Christensen) 
 Bobbi Montanari congratulated Char Christensen for receiving a Service Excellence Award 
from the State of Ohio.

Char Christensen congratulated and reviewed the successes that Region 5 had at the Level 9 East 
Championships and the Level 10 National Championships.  At the Level 9 Eastern 
Championships, Region 5 was the overall Champion by winning 10 out of 16 age groups, had 9 
All-Around National Champions and 55 gymnasts in the top 10 All-Around.  At the Level 10 
National Championships, Region 5 took second place and won one age group and took second in 
two age groups.  We also had one All-Around National Champion and 10 in the top 10 All-
Around.  There were 20 new National qualifiers. 

A.  Professional Involvement Forms will be on the web sites and in newsletters by July 
1st.  The forms are to be returned to the proper officers by September 1st.  The PIF 
forms should be used to assist in the selection of recommended judges for State and 
Regional assignments.  Bobbi Montanari asked all State Chairs to E-mail Bret 
Norman with their State Meet dates by June 24th. Norbert Bendixen stated that the 
State Chairs need to be able to capture the availability dates of judges from the 
website.  The PIF form should be assessable and workable from different servers.  It 
needs to be put into a date base that can be manipulated as needed.

B. Judges recommendations for the Level 9 and 10 Nationals from the State Committees 
are due by the Regional Congress.  Judges recommendations for the Regional 
Championships are due by October 1st.   Each State Committee should selected 12-14 
judges in rank order for selection for a Regional assignment.  Please indicate if the 
judges are affiliated, as 2-4 judges per state are needed as unaffiliated head judges.  
Norbert Bendixen stated the NCAA dates may cause problems with judges meeting 
the deadline.  Char Christensen responded that judges must make a decision if they 
want to do USA Gymnastics or NCAA. Region 5 does not punish judges for doing 
NCAA instead of USA Gymnastics.  Regional NCAA assignments come out in July.

C. During the 2010 Championship season, there were 75 petitions for all of the Regional 
Championships.  Following discussions at the WTC and JO meetings, there will be no 
changes in the petition procedures for the 2010-2011 Season.  Once again Char 
Christensen thanked Hilary Carlson for her hard work on the petition process.
Beginning in 2011, Hilary will begin checking State Meet scores to make sure that 
petitioning gymnasts have not competed all around at their State Meet.  This violation 
in the petitioning process occurred during 2010.

D. The Judges Volunteer Forms will be on the Regional website and in newsletters by 
June 15th.  Judges will have a deadline of July 15th to be considered for judging 
assignments at the Regional Training Camps. 



E. Char Christensen requested  that she, John Geddert, and Bobbi Montanari be included 
in communications from the States via newsletters and web updates. 

F. Char Christensen thanked the States for sending hard copies of the Level 8, 9, and 10 
State Meets.  
results at the end of the optional season.  Please continue this process. 

G. State Committees are to have the judges criteria for State Meet assignments on their   
      websites or in their newsletters by October 1st.  Judges should be aware of the criteria
      by which they are being evaluated for State Meet assignments.  The criteria should  
      also be sent via E-mail to Bobbi Montanari and Char Christensen by October 1st.
H. Remember that all clinics for USA Gymnastics and NAWGJ must be registered 

through USA Gymnastics.  Judges must have their CPE forms signed by a designated 
official at the end of each session. All CPE forms can be found on the USA 
Gymnastics website.  Nina Dent asked why camps and clinics had to apply to offer 
CPE credit. By merely applying for a camp or clinic sanction, CPE credit should be 
available.

I. Please include petition and inquiry forms in the State Handbooks for easy access. 
J. A reminder to all Region 5 Members that the only competitive formats that can be 

followed are listed in the USA Gymnastics Rules and Policies booklet.  If there is a 
violation of this or any sanction violation, it should be noted on the revised sanction 
form. 

K. Each State may determine the qualifying score for individual specialists to enter the 
State Meet.  This criterion is to be posted on the individual State websites by 
September 1st.  Copies are to be sent to Bobby Montanari and Char Christensen.  The 
mobility score for individual specialists is an 8.50.  Currently, we do not have injury 
petitions to Regionals as a specialist.   

L. In 2008 the decision was made that in order for a judge to be recommended for a 
National Meet, the judge must judge at the Level 9/10 Regional Meet or have judged 
at a Level 9/10 State Meet and coached at the Regional Championship in the 
recommended year.  This requirement will continue for the 2011 National 
Championships. 

M. The list of judges assigned to the Regional Championships will be posted on the State 
and Regional websites by November 15th.  National Championship judges will be 
posted by January 15th.

N. Any sanction violations should be noted by the meet director or the meet referee in 
the comment section on the newly revised sanction form.  Violations such as finishing 
past 10:00PM, over the number of gymnasts allowed for the competitive format, etc. 
should be noted. 

O. The Level 8 Regional Meet format was discussed.  Based on the format there are 7 or 
8 gymnasts per team and 3 or 4 scores count per team.  No petitioning or specialists 
can be used to fill the spots.  If a state does not have enough to fill a team, all-stars 
cannot fill the empty spots.  Norbert Bendixen stated that the Level 8 Regional Meet 
should be a 1 gym system.  Modified Capital Cup has coaches possibly in 4 gyms.  By 
using a Capital Cup format we would ease the problem with coaches being with their 
gymnasts. The cost of the apparatus and equipment would also be less. John Geddert 
stated that having back to back 10 session weekends would be difficult for coaches.  It 
would be an easier meet to run but now we would need a Friday venue.  Sunday night 



tear down is also a logistical nightmare.  Jim Comiskey stated that the regional 
apparatus and equipment the past few years has not been very reputable.  John 
Geddert stated that it is up to this Committee to review the bids and only grant those 
that will supply equipment from reputable companies.

P. For Level 9 and 10, the USA Gymnastics Rules and Policies have allowed the use of 
scores from the previous or current season for the petitioning process.  This has not 
been the case for Level 8Õs because some Regions use placement by numbers rather 
than scores.  Our Region has the right to allow the use of scores from the previous 
year.

      The motion was made to allow Level 8 gymnasts to petition to Level 8 Regionals     
      by using scores from the current or previous season.

IX.  REGIO ! AL JU ! IOR OLYMPIC CHAIRMA !  REPORT (John Geddert) 
A. Overview of 2009-2010 Season 
      Although we did continue our 21 year streak of at least one National Championship   
      title, the season was somewhat unfulfilling.  Region 5 finished 2nd overall at the Level  
      10 Championships.  Although the Level 9Õs won, they gave away some  
      ground.  There seemed to be less Òteam spiritÓ, and the underlying tone may have  
      been leaning toward complacency. 
B. Objectives for the 2010-2011 Season 
      We will go back to the drawing board and stick with what we have done in the past.      
      BASICS.  Consistency and cleanliness of routines is what has worked in the past.
      This will be the main focus of training camps and newsletters. 
C. Junior Olympic Program Meetings 
      The minutes from this meeting can be found online.  Criteria for the selection of the
      JO Coach of the Year were discussed.  John Geddert suggested to the Regional
      Committee that two or three names be solicited then after the results of Nationals are  
      determined, choose the person from our region that will be nominated for this award.   
      Some of the criteria to be used is excellence in multiple levels, contributes to the  
      Region and sportsmanship.  The format for the Level 9 East and West Championships  
      was discussed.  The East Championships will remain with 16 age groups while the  
      West Championships will use 8 age groups with 12 athletes per Region. 
D. Regional Training Camps 
      The 2009 Training Camps were very successful.  Special thanks go to Dave Rawles
      and Glen Willmeng for organizing the details of the various camps.  We had the  
      largest participation ever which resulted in having to add a third Super Camp site.   
      This year we are starting with three sites.  There were fewer complaints about the  



      Camps in 2009. The total income from the Camps was $85,600.  Nina Dent stated
      that the Camps have lost some of their spirit.  There is no cheerleading as Dan
      Miller used  to do.  Kittia Carpenter noted that there are no Training Camps in Ohio  
      in 2010.   John  Geddert  stated that there used to be a bid process but everyone  
      thinks their gym is worthy of a Camp so Dave Rawles solicits Camp sites with a
      phone call.  Kittia responded that Buckeye Gymnastics would be interested in holding  
      a Regional Camp.   Nina Dent stated that people have complained about working the
      Camps and only receiving a t-shirt. John Geddert responded that each club gets a
      suitcase, computer bag, flip flops, beach towel, and three t-shirts if they qualify a  
      gymnast to Level 10 Nationals. John Geddert will speak to Dave Rawles about  
      thanking the clinicians at the Camps and on the website.  John Geddert will also put
      something on the website and facebook thanking coaches for their time at the Camps.
      Bobbi Montanari also thanked Dave Rawles for the Camp Newsletter.

She would like to keep this procedure in the
      event that both Regionals are held in the same State.  She does have a concern if the
      Level 9/10 Regionals were to be held on Thursday.

7. There are some changes to the FIG Code of Points for the 2009-2012
cycle. The largest change is that only eight elements are counted
compared to 10 elements in the last cycle. On beam and floor, only a
maximum of 5 acrobatic skills and a minimum of 3 dance skills are
counted.



B. Objectives for 2009-2010 Season
1. The 3rd Regional Elite Test and TOPÕs test will be at Cincinnati

Gymnastics Academy on July 10, 2009.
2. The TOP National Test will be held at the Ranch on October 2-4, 2009.
3. The Pre Elite Camp will be held at the Ranch in October.
4. The TOP National Team Camp will be held on December 2-5, 2009.
5. The 2010 Pre Elite/Tops Camp is tentatively scheduled for January 2-3,

2009 at CGA.
6. Communication will continue with interested Clubs requiring Elite

information.
7. The Visa Championships will be in Dallas, Texas on August 12-16, 2009.

X. REGIO! AL JU ! IOR OLYMPIC CHAIRMA ! REPORT (John Geddert)
A. Overview of 2008-2009 Season

Region 5 had an excellent year winning at the Level 9 Eastern Nationals and the
Level 10 Junior Olympic Championships as reported in the Regional Technical
Committee Chairman report.

B. Objectives for 2009-2010 Season
Our objective is to repeat our successes of the 2008-2009 season.

C. Report from the Junior Olympic Committee Meeting: May 18-19, 2009
1. Elite Sportswear will continue in the next quadrennium to be the uniform

sponsor for USAG. Sally Weaver of Elite Sportswear will help USAG to
understand their new sizing system.

2. Carol Ide of NAWGJ addressed the Committee.
3. Mike Lorenzen addressed the Committee on behalf of the college coaches. He

reported that the colleges have instituted a rule that eliminates contact with
high school freshman and sophomores. In an effort to make the NCAA
Championships more viewer friendly for television, there will be a Final 4
competition instead of a Super 6 meet.

4. During a USA Gymnastics sanctioned event, the Meet Directors are
encouraged to contact local authorities in the event that an intoxicated coach is
on the competitive floor.

5. The beam acrobatic series connection definition has changed. Char
Christensen stated that this change will make it harder on the lower levels to
have a counting beam series.

6. The deadline for submitting to the National Office the Regional
recommendation for Coach of the Year has been changed. The date has been
changed so that the results of the Regional Championships can be taken into
consideration. The Regional Administrative Committee will have the option
of adding to the list of State recommended Coaches of the Year prior to
selecting the Regional Coach of the Year.

7. Gymnasts that are caught skipping levels will be required to drop back to the
lower levels that were skipped and compete in at least one meet at that level.
Scores that were obtained at the prohibited level will be invalid.

8. All 4Ó landing mats must be the width of the landing area.



9. All Regional trips must be approved through the National office. The USAG
must follow proper protocol by receiving permission form the country for the
intended trip.

10. Only the 1st place team will receive a plaque at the East/West Nationals.
11. Regional Administrative Committees may offer Regional Championships for

Prep Opt. and/or Level 7Õs. Region 5 has chosen not to offer Regional
Championships at those levels this year.

12. The warm-up time for Level 4Õs has been changed to 45 seconds instead of 1
minute per gymnast.

13. Dave Rawles and Glen Wilmeng are the Directors of the Region 5 Training
Camps. Glen will be doing the registrations and Dave will be in charge of
staffing. Hotel information for the camps willbe on the Regional website
soon. The 2009 Training Camps are listed below.

a. Super Camp West Ð Naperville Gymnastcs, Naperville, IL, August 7-9,
2009.

b. Super Camp East Ð Queen City Gymnastics, Cincinnati, OH, August 7-
9, 2009.

c. Hot Shot Camp Ð Integrity Gymnastics, Plain City, OH, September 11-
13, 2009.

d. High Tech Camp Ð University of Michigan, Ann Arbor, MI, October 2-
4, 2009.

e. Forward Progress North Ð KidSports USA, Kalamazoo, MI, November
6-8, 2009.

f. Forward Progress South Ð Southern Indiana Gymnastics, New Albany,
IN, November 6-8, 2009.

14. The Region 5 Apparel Fund has approximately $27,000.00 in its account.
This gives the Region a good head start for the 2010 season. Kristin Moore
has done a phenomenal job organizing and outfitting our gymnasts.

15. The philosophy of the Junior Olympic Program is to have a linear program
that helps gyms retain gymnasts. It is expected that the Level 9Õs will initially
be larger.

16. An attempt is being made to coordinate all professional expiration dates in
2010.

17. The dress code is now mandatory.

XI. REGIO ! AL JUDGI ! G DIRECTOR REPORT (Hilary Carlson)
A. Overview of 2007-2009 Season

1. Hilary Carlson and the judges at the Regional Championships were very happy
with the time schedule in 2009 particularly for the Level 9/10 Regional Meet.
Changing to the Modified Capital Cup format helped to lessen the amount of
fatigue the judges usually experienced. The facilities, helpers, hotel, meals,
and everything was very good. Hilary thanked the Region for the wonderful
presents.

2. Hilary Carlson was happy that the Regional Administrative Committee
recommended different judges to Easterns.



3. In September, the NAWGJ held a well attended Regional Symposium in
Chicago. There were many excellent clinicians.

4. Most states within Region 5 are holding many clinics to prepare the judges for
the new tests.

5. Hilary Carlson thanked the Regional Committee for letting her travel with the
Regional Team to Costa Rica.

B. Objectives for 2009-2010 Season
1. Hilary CarlsonÕs goal for this year is to work more closely with Dave Rawles

to involved more judges in the training camps as clinicians or observers.

XII. REGIO ! AL HALL OF FAME REPORT (Augusta Lipsey)
A. Augusta Lipsey presented the Regional Administrative Committee with copies of

each of the 2009 nominees. There were two nominations that were not presented
because the nominations were incomplete. Seven nominations were presented.
Two of the nominations were originally nominated in 2008. Based on the Hall of
Fame Guidelines, a maximum of six persons are tobe submitted to the Region 5
Hall of Fame Selection Committee for final selection. A silent vote was taken by
the Regional Administrative Committee to reduce the number of nominees to be
submitted to the Selection Committee. The nominees for 2009, listed in
alphabetical order, are Norbert Bendixen, Judy Dobransky, John Geddert, Katie
Teft, Greta Treiber and Liz Tricase. A maximum of three inductees will be
chosen for induction into the 2009 Hall of Fame.

B. Suggestions were taken from the Administrative Committee for persons that
would comprise the Region 5 Hall of Fame Selection Committee. It was
determined that a minimum of five people should comprise the Selection
Committee so that the 80% needed to be inducted would be possible without
positive votes from 100% of the Committee. The people to be considered for the
Selection Committee are Cap Caudill, Dave Holcomb, Leonard Isaac, Jeff
Metzger, Sandy Oldham, and Mary Lee Tracy. These people will be contacted
within the next week to obtain their acceptance to be on the Selection Committee.
(As of June 16th all appointees have responded positively to their appointment on
the Selection Committee).

C. The selection process will be done entirely by E-mail. After reviewing the
Nominations, the Selection Committee will E-mail their choices for inductions to
Augusta Lipsey who will tally the results.

XIII. REGIO ! AL MEETS
A. Financial Reports

The financial report from the Regional Meets were presented but the Level 8
report was not completed on the proper form. The report will be resubmitted on
the proper form when the meet director returns from Florida.

B. 2009-2010 Season
